Choctaw County Elementary & High School Band Boosters Constitution and By-Laws 
ARTICLE I 
Name: 
The name of the organization shall be the Choctaw County High School Band Boosters, here-in-after referred to as the Band Boosters Club. 

ARTICAL II 
Objectives: 
The purpose of the Band Boosters Club is to provide needed assistance to the overall music program of Choctaw County Elementary & High Schools. 

ARTICAL III 
Policies: 
Section 1 
This club shall be non-commercial, non-sectarian, and non-partisan. It shall not endorse a commercial enterprise or candidate. The name of this club or the name of any members in their official capacities shall not be used in connection with a commercial concern or with a partisan interest, or for any other purpose than regular work of the club. 

Section 2 
This club shall seek neither the administrative activities of the music program nor to control its policies. 

ARTICLE IV 
Membership 

And Dues: 
Section 1 
Membership in this club shall be open to any person interested in promoting the best interests of the students enrolled in the music program of Choctaw County Elementary & High Schools. 

Section 2 
An annual enrollment of the members shall be conducted. Additional Members shall be accepted at any time. 
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ARTICLE V
Officers & 

Their Election:
 Section 1 
At last meeting (May) of each year the membership shall elect a President, 1st Vice President, 2nd Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer. 

Section 2 
Any member of the Band Boosters Club shall be eligible for election to any office. Voting shall be by individuals present at the meeting only and no person shall cast more than one vote. 

Section 3 
Term of office is for one year. A person may be able to serve more than one year. 

Section 4 
The duties of the officers shall be as follows: 

President – The duties of the President will include, but are not limited too: 

1. The President shall conduct all meetings. 

2. The President is the liaison between the Directors and Booster Members. 

3. The President oversees the correspondence and the organization of parents. 

4. The President is the contact for established and prospective fundraising projects. 

5. The President is the contact for band student activities. 

6. The President may appoint special committees / chair persons. 

7. The President shall oversee the annual membership drive. 

8. The President shall organize the chaperones for band events. 

9. The President sets the agenda for the monthly meetings. 

10. The President may cast the tie-breaking vote. 

First Vice President –
1. The First Vice President shall conduct meetings in the absence of the President. 

2. The First Vice President shall assume the responsibilities in the absence of President. 

3. The First Vice President shall assist the President will all fundraising. 

Second Vice President – 

1. The Second Vise President shall assist the President with Public Relations and Community Information. 
2. The Second Vise President shall assist the President with the annual Membership drive. 
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Secretary – 
1. The Secretary shall be responsible for keeping the minutes of all CCES/CCHS Band Booster board meetings and regular meetings. These minutes will be emailed to members of the board within 7 days. 

2. The Secretary shall supply a copy of the previous month’s minutes for each person attending the current month’s meeting for approval. 

3. The Secretary shall provide a sign in sheet for each meeting. 

Treasurer – 
1. The Treasurer shall receive all monies from students for fees, uniforms, and fundraisers. 

2. The Treasurer shall receipt all monies. 

3. The Treasurer shall provide a monthly financial statement of income and disbursements. 

Section 5 
The Board of Directors shall consist of the officers of the club and the band director.  

Section 6 
Any midterm vacancy in an elective office shall be filled for the reminder of the term by a majority vote of the Board of Directors. 

ARTICLE VI
Meetings 

(A) Regular monthly meetings of this club shall be held on a day and time determined at the first meeting of the school year. The first meeting of the year shall be of the same day and time set the previous year. 

(B) The Board of Directors shall meet 30 minutes prior to regular monthly meeting. 

(C) Special meetings may be called by the Board of Directors provided at least three days notice is given to the students giving the specific subject of the meeting. 

(D) The President may call emergency meetings of the Board of Directors. 

(E) Special meetings shall be called for specific purpose only. All other business will be transacted at the regular monthly meetings and shall not be discussed at the special meeting. 
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ARTICLE VII
Board of Directors 

The duties of the Board of Directors shall be to: 

(A) Transact necessary business including the approval of expenditures and appropriation of funds. Priority of fund disbursement shall be at the discretion of the Board of Directors based on need and availability of funds. 

(B) To create committees and to approve the plans of work of the committees as well as the plans for ALL FUNDRAISING PROJECTS. 

(C) The president gives a report of any action taken by the Board of Directors to the club at the regular monthly meetings. 

(D) The Board of Directors shall perform and audit of the prior years financial records of the club between the first and second meetings of each year. A report of the results shall be given at the second meeting. 

(E) To serve as liaison between the Band Booster Club and the Choctaw County Board of Education. 

ARTICLE VIII
Parliamentary 

“Robert’s Rules of Order” shall govern this club in all cases to which they are applicable in which they are not in conflict with these by-laws. 
ARTICLE IX
Amendments 

Section 1 
The By-laws may be amended by two thirds majority vote of the membership present at any general meeting or special meeting at which written notice of the proposed amendments have been sent to the membership at least three days prior to the meeting. 

Section 2 
All amendments or changes to these by-laws must be approved by a majority of the Board of Directors before being submitted to the membership. 

Adoption of By-laws 

The by-laws may be adopted at any regular meeting of the club by a majority vote of the members present.
